PROGRAM OF THE DAY

Speaker — Rtn Tom Culbertson
Topic — “Hayes Presidential Center —
Lucy Hayes”

PE Rob invited PP Tom Hite to
introduce the speaker, Rtn Tom
Culbertson, our fellow member.

Rtn Tom is currently the Executive
Director for Rutherford B. Hayes
Presidential Center. He has spoken to
the club previously on the topic of
Rutherford B. Hayes (RBH). Today the
speaker decided to talk about “Lucy
Hayes”, the soul mate of RBH. The talk
was accompanied using picture slides
of Lucy and her family.

Lucy Ware Webb Hayes was born
1831 in Chillicothe, Ohio, 3" daughter
of Maria Cook and Dr. James Webb.

Deeply religious, she was anti-slavery
and urged her husband to involve in
Fugitive slave cases — whose
successful career in the Union Army
later led him into politics.

At age 16, Lucy enrolled in Wesleyan
Female College, Cincinnati, and
earned her degree. She was the first
president's wife to hold a college
degree.

Lucy married RBH on December 30,

1852. Nine years older than Lucy, RBH
was an attorney. He was Governor of
Ohio for three terms, and served as 19th
President of the United States, from 1877-
1881. They had eight children, with five
living to adulthood.

She won the affectionate name of "Mother
Lucy" from men of the 23rd Ohio
Volunteer Infantry who served under her
husband's command in the war. She
came to the White House well loved by
many. She also introduced the custom of
having children roll Easter eggs on the
White House lawn. Lucy was the first
"First Lady" to be called by the press.

After the Hayes term ended in 1881, they
retired to Spiegel Grove, Fremont, Ohio.
Lucy kept up her charitable work. She
suffered a stroke June 21, 1889, and died
four days later. President Hayes died in
1893.
