Speaker – Mr. Tom “TK” Klein 
Topic – “BAS Broadcasting” 
 

President Rob invited Rotarian Sarah 
Pietrykowski to introduce speaker, Tom 
“T.K.” Klein, a 38 year broadcast veteran, 
married, two kids, 5 grand kids, and co-
owner of BAS Broadcasting, Owns local 
stations, Fremont's WFRO/Eagle 99, 
Bellevue's WOHF/92.1 The Wolf, Clyde's 
WMJK/100.9 The Coast, In Sandusky 
WLEC 1450 and WCPZ/ Mix 102.7 and 
WTTF in Tiffin.

Mr. Klein spoke to the group on the topic 
of the importance of marketing and 
advertising during an economic recession.

Meeting the minimum attendance requirement is the r esponsibility as a 
Rotarian. 

 

Benefits of Attendance  
·  Fosters fellowship among club members 
·  Provides opportunities to meet new people and recon nect with long-time 

friends 
·  Keep you current on club, district, and Rotary Inte rnational news and 

events 
 

Attendance Requirements  
As explained in the Standard Rotary Club Constituti on, each member 
needs to need the following requirements: 
·  Attend or make up at least 50% of your Rotary club meetings in each 

half of the year 
·  Attend at least 30% of your club’s meetings in each  half of the year 
·  A member may not miss or fail to make up four conse cutive meetings  

 

Attendance for a Meeting  
You should be present for at least 60% of a club me eting for it to count 
towards the attendance requirement (for example, yo u would need to be 
present for at least 36 minutes of a 60 minute meet ing) 

 

Attendance at Your Club  
You should attend at least 30% of your own club’s m eetings in each half 
of the year (for example, if your club holds 26 reg ular weekly meetings in 
six months, you must attend at least 8 meetings) 

 

Make-ups  
There are many ways that you can still receive atte ndance credit if you 
cannot attend your club meeting: 
·  Attend a meeting of another club 
·  Attend a meeting of a Rotaract or Interact club, Ro tary Community 

Corps, or Rotary Fellowship  
·  Attend certain district or RI meetings  

o District Conference, District Assembly, District Co mmittee 
Meeting (at request of the District Governor) 

o RI Committee Meeting, RI Convention, Rotary Institu te 
·  Participate in club-sponsored event or service proj ect is a great way 

to support the service work of your club and make-u p a meeting.  
Check with your club secretary to see if these or o ther club events 
may count as make-ups:  
o Club service project 
o Club-sponsored community event 
o Other meetings or events as authorized by the club b oard 

·  Attend a club board or service committee meeting wi th authorization 
of the club board 

·  Participate in an E-club meeting for at least 30 mi nutes . 



 
 

Membership growth 
encouraged, rewarded

"You can feel the excitement and energy in a 
growing Rotary club," says Michael McGovern, 
vice chair of the 2008-09 RI Membership 
Development and Retention Committee. 
 

To help energize clubs worldwide, RI President 
Dong Kurn Lee is traveling the globe to 
generate ideas for membership growth. His 
first of 12 presidential conferences, which will 
include small-group discussions to identify best 
practices for member recruitment and 
retention, took place 7 July in Tokyo. 
 

Conferences in Argentina, Brazil, Egypt, and 
South Africa will also address child mortality, a 
top concern that lies at the heart of this year’s 
RI theme, Make Dreams Real. 
 

To encourage clubs and districts to take action 
to increase membership, Lee has developed a 
new membership recognition program. During 
2008-09, clubs that achieve a 10 percent net 
increase in membership will receive a 
certificate signed by the president. At the 
district level, gaining two new clubs and a 10 
percent net membership increase must be 
reached. District recognition awards vary 
depending on the percentage of clubs 
achieving the membership increase. See 
details of the membership recognition program. 
 

The 10 clubs and districts with the highest 
percentage net membership increase will be 
recognized on stage at the 2009 RI Convention 
in Birmingham, England. To ensure 
recognition, clubs should update membership 
information via Member Access by 15 May. RI 
membership database numbers will be used to 
determine achievement. 
 

"The goals can be achieved by any club or 
district that makes membership development a 
priority," McGovern says.
