Speaker – Mr. Rick Zilch 
Topic – “Driving Safety Equipment” 
 

President Rob invited Immediate Past 
President Helene Zielinski to introduce 
speaker, Rick Zilch.   
 

Mr. Zilch was born and raised in the Green 
Springs area and grew up on a small farm 
with his parents and four sisters.  Being the 
only son, Rick learned at a very early age all 
about “hard work,” and has even milked a 
few cows in his day.  
 

After graduating from Clyde High School, 
Rick went on to further his education at 
Terra, with his main interest in electronics. 
After a few years of working in the Fremont 
area for various employers, Rick decided to 
venture out on his own, and in 1997, started 
his first business, Sound Installments, which 
developed into a thriving local business.   
 

In 2003, Rick began installing ignition 
interlock systems, while working with the 
courts to encourage the use of the device to 
separate drinking from driving, hopefully 
eradicating the problem completely.  
 

Mr. Zilch explained more about the ignition 
interlock system. The hand-held, 
comprehensive system is used to separate 
drinking from driving, not as evidence of 
intoxication.  The system, once started, 
performs random rolling tests throughout the 
vehicle’s trip and does log the results of the 
test, which, in the case of an OVI offender, 
can be turned over to a probation officer or 
other authority.  
 

Currently in the state of Ohio, 2nd time OVI 
offenders are required to have an interlock 
system for at least six months. Mr. Zilch’s 

hope for the future would require 
offenders to keep the device in their 
vehicles for longer periods of time in an 
effort to teach the offender to stop 
drinking and driving.  Mr. Zilch also 
hopes to link the product with a 
comprehensive rehabilitation program for 
alcohol abuse.   
 

Some OVI offenders currently have a 
requirement to use the device for the 
remainder of their lives.  Mr. Zilch hopes 
the device promotes offenders “earning” 
their freedom from being required to 
utilize it.  
 

Another addition to this product is the 
positive photo ID. of the offender.  This 
product would eliminate the “not me 
blowing,” excuse which offenders often 
times use when the device reads an 
alcohol level.  The device itself uses fuel 
cell sensors, which are the same as used 
by law enforcement, and are alcohol 
specific.  The cost of a leased device is  
born by the offender’s and is between 
$65-$80 per month. 
 

President Rob thanked the Guest Speaker 
with a gift as a token of appreciation.
