President Rob inviteRotarian Holly
Stacy to introduce speaker, Rotarian
Jeff Kuhn, member of Tiffin Rotary
Club, a Columbian High School and
Terra grad, Zenobia Shrine member,
and owner of J&J Builders.

Rtn Jeff spoke to the group on his
experience as one of the builders who
participated, on the advice of his wife,
in the show Extreme Makeover, Home
Addition, when the show came to
Toledo.

Over 4,000 people applied as
volunteers to build a 5,000 square foot
Toledo home for a family of fifteen.
Rtn Jeff was among those selected.
The builders and volunteers had one
week to build the home with no “plan
B” in place.

Kuhn expressed that he had doubts
this could be pulled off. Ultimately
the team overcame time, temperature
and weather constraints and comple
the half- million dollar home in time

for the family’s return. The team
utilized 23 dump trucks brought into
the neighborhood, and consumed
9,000 meals restaurants furnished by
local.

Not only did the family receive

much deserved new home, they also
received $250,000 in scholarships to
the University of Toledo. Because
of the Extreme Makeover, Home
Edition event, the community of
Toledo has since developed spin-off
efforts to help families in need. Rtn
Jeff expressed his feelings of prids
being a part of such a huge effort in
helping a family in need.

Speaker with a gift as a token of
appreciation.
